6 Advice for applicants (1)

Build a strong and committed partnership in which interactions are mutually
beneficial

Provide evidence of innovation

Establish a strong and experienced coordination team

Be concrete in the description of your objectives and activities

Pay attention to the integration of activities and consistency with the objectives

Pay attention to all award criteria

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Advice for applicants (2)

Common mistakes:

* Quality indicators not considered

e Lack of details on national or regional needs, not embedded in smart specialisation
strategies or regional development plans

* Impact often described in terms of participation in events rather than in terms of
changes in knowledge, behaviour or skills

* Dissemination and exploitation often described in terms of awareness-raising only
