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Importance of the LEAR

What is a LEAR ( legal entity appointed representative)

» For organisations (i.e. not individuals), this is a person formally appointed by the legal representative
of the organisation to perform certain tasks on behalf of their organisation

» S/he regularly:

» enters and updates the names of the colleagues authorised to act as legal representatives and
signatories for the organisation. These are people who are able to commit the organisation legally
by signing grant agreements or contracts and authorising amendments to them.

» enters and update the names of any colleagues authorised to sign financial statements or invoices
on behalf of the organisation.
