Definitions



Activity types

ÅGathering new practices and ideas 
through observation and interaction with 
peers, coaches, volunteers etc. in the 
daily work at the hosting organisation

Job shadowing 
and observation 

periods 

(2-14 days)

ÅCoaching or providing training at a 
hosting organisation in another country, 
to learn through completing tasks and 
exchanging with peers 

Coaching or 
training 

assignments 
(15 - 60 days)



Important features

ÅApplicant organisations must be established in 
an EU Member State or in a third country 
associated to the Programme

Geographical 
scope

ÅErasmus+ National Agencies responsible for 
sport

Implementation

ÅMaximum 10 participants per project, a 
project can include one or more activities.

Project size



Important features

ÅA public or private organisation active in the sport field at grassroots level (eg. NGO, 
local public authority, sport club)

ÅNon-grassroots sport organisation if its staff participation benefits grassroots sport

ÅSending organisation is an applicant

Å4 project phases: planning, preparation, implementation and follow-up.
